Report on Dissemination and Exploitation Action
Event: European Business Congress
Meeting of the Business Security Committee

08 October, 2010 in St. Petersburg

Attendees: 35 senior security managers/ chief security officers/ chief information security officers of the major European Critical Infrastructure companies, large Industries and security consultancies.
The EBC European Business Congress e.V. is an International non-governmental- non-profit Organisation (NGNPO), founded in December 1997 in Bonn, Germany. As of April 2009 the EBC has 117 members from 23 OSCE states. Statutory bodies of the EBC are the General Assembly, the Presiding Committee, the Board of Directors and the Secretariat. The President of the EBC is Dr. Alexey Miller, OAO Gazprom. The EBC Business Security Working Committee (1 of 7 Committees) is engaged in addressing the topical problems of building a safe environment for civilized business including the protection of legitimate rights and interests of entrepreneurs in the OSCE - member states, tasks including:
· Organization of an efficient interrelationship among the EBC-member companies offering an optimal approach to meeting the business security interests 

· Promotion of business contacts with the European detective agencies 

· Creation of a business security-related information system and a database for the EBC participants 
The main theme of this meeting was Security in the ICT related to the business of the members (see also agenda).

CESS is member of the EBC. I gave a presentation on:
“Vulnerability of SCADA Systems
and the Use of Advanced IT Technologies”

It addressed the general situation in Critical Infrastructure security and protection, trends in SCADA threats and actual scenarios, an overview of the INSPIRE project, and the potential of the INSPIRE offline framework and integrated solutions for mitigating threats and improving the resilience of SCADA systems. The discussion revealed the pressing interest of the CI sectors represented, in improvement of security management in general and ICT/SCADA resilience in particular. The requirements were clearly formulated, and the role of the EU in future security governance was critically discussed.
The presentation closed with a recommendation of an EBC project on 

“Corporate Security Planning and Decision-making”
This suggestion was received very positively, and CESS has been invited to prepare the next steps of a concrete proposal. This would be considered a direct dissemination and exploitation success.

35 INSPIRE brochures together with the CESS company flyer were distributed.

Today I received a call from Lord Waverley, Member of the House of Lords, UK, referring to the Petersburg presentation. He asked for information on the trend in and indications to, Cyber War in order to prepare for the House meeting on this subject tomorrow (13 Oct.), which I provided.
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
